PADS (South Suburban “Public Action to Deliver Shelter).


On Monday evening, March 19th, several St. Luke parish members visited the PADS-participating Southwest Alliance Church on Kean Ave (Fr. Andrew, Sue Lisowski, George Tsiones, Caye Caswick, Carla/Ken Stevens).  We asked the PADS coordinator, Ansoon, many questions about the program.  They would like us to take their overfill when the next program starts October of 2007.  She estimates this will be 10-20 people to start.  





We will not follow up with Sacred Heart, St. Connie’s, and George Tsiones’s friend (who had personal experience with PADS), and then take our findings to the St. Luke Parish at-large for a decision about participating moving forward.  





New York Life Policy Follow up – Stea Zekios, parishioner


Regarding the Federal Income tax payment of $4.03 due on the Stea Zekios/St. Luke’s policy before April 15th, I contacted my CPA, (North & Associates), and I was informed we were not obligated to do anything with the tax statement.  For that small amount, we are NOT obligated to respond, by law.





National Church Development Project





In late February, Fr. Jonathon Ivanoff transmitted the initial report to me via e-mail, He then followed up in March with the NCD Implementation Guide, which is an integral part of the survey processing  in terms of delineating and explaining what the summary scores relate to and action steps for each.





I reviewed the report and also scanned the Implementation Guide.  If we are to follow the book, there would be a substantial number of steps that need to be taken moving forward.  I would propose developing a skeleton strategic plan, while forming a committee to explore the NCD recommendations and make feasible suggestions that are practical for St. Luke’s.  I would also propose buying additional copies of the Implementation Guide for members of the Strategic Planning committee.  Once we have had a chance to review it and assimilate the “pieces,” we will then have a subsequent discussion on recommendations…tentatively for next Parish Council meeting in May or June.





Per the summary report below, while St. Luke’s scored well within the average range of participating churches on six criteria, and below average on two criteria.  No conclusions can be made without seriously vetting the report and the steps for implementation.

Your current Minimum Factor: Loving Relationships (44)





Executive Summary: 


Now that your church has completed the Natural Church Development (NCD) survey, this brief executive summary has been designed to serve as a “quick start” discussion guide for the priest and church health team. The goal is to help you think strategically and focus your energy on those issues that can have the most impact on improving the minimum factor in your church. Research has shown that healthy, high quality churches are growing churches and therefore in the best position to reach their communities with the Gospel.





Even though the enclosed report and diagram may at first appear to be rather abstract and technical, it contains a wealth of information about the present situation of your church. This information sheds more light on the deeper spiritual and structural background of your church than on the superficial face of your church’s everyday life. Above all, this information will help you identify and overcome barriers to growth at St. Luke’s.





The Minimum Factor: 


This parish profile shows you how well developed each one of the eight quality characteristics is in your present situation. (The terms “quality characteristic,” “minimum factor,” etc., are explained in the booklet you have already received, The ABC’s of Natural Church Development.) The survey builds on the research results of the most extensive church growth study ever conducted and shows that the least developed quality characteristic plays a key role in limiting the growth of a church. (i.e., the “minimum factor.”) To concentrate your existing energies on this area brings particularly high returns.





St. Luke’s is taking this survey for the first time, and has as its minimum factor Loving Relationships, which scored 44.  The second lowest Quality Characteristic was Passionate Spirituality at 47.  Keep in mind that the median score for the NCD survey is 50 and the standard deviation of 15 places “average” score ranges between 35 and 65.  Roughly, 70% of churches taking the NCD survey score in this range; St. Luke’s average score was 56, placing it well within this range and above the average.  It should be noted that six individual Quality Characteristic scores were above 50, and one was at 65.





Loving relationships are the heart of a healthy, growing church.  Jesus said people will know we are his disciples by our love. Practical demonstration of love builds authentic Christian community and brings others into God’s kingdom.  Unfeigned practical love endows a church with much greater magnetic love than all the marketing efforts of this world.  Growing churches manifest a measurably higher “love quotient” than stagnant or declining ones.





Some Characteristics of Loving Relationships


(Scriptural reference: Matt 22:37; John 13:35)


The church provides many ways for people to connect relationally.


New people are assimilated into ever-expanding networks of fellowship and ministries within the church. 


People's sense of belonging results in more ministry involvement. 


People who demonstrate pastoral gifts of caring are mobilized and trained as leaders of groups. 


Cooperation between people is joyfully experienced. 


Those who are different or have been marginalized are accepted and included.





Next Steps:


The work that needs to be done at St. Luke’s – indeed, any work that will be done going forward – is not a static program that needs to prescribe every step in great detail, but rather is (and presumably will be) a program that must be designed to help St. Luke’s develop its own custom tailored approach to its unique situation.





Since NCD is process-oriented, not action-oriented (or prescriptive), further work in NCD procedure will help you apply basic principles again and again to constantly changing situations.  As you work through the NCD process with the enclosed Implementation Guide, and begin applying the suggested processes, you will develop an increasing sensitivity for the unique character of your church. NCD does not mean to imitate successful model churches, but to further the potential God has already put into your church.





Feel free to copy this report as often as you need to make it available to the parishioners (especially the leaders and co-workers) in your church. However, please make sure that this information is not handed out without the explanatory background information about NCD.
