Evangelism & Outreach Report

First Quarter 

2007



Major Targets:



St. Fran Networking and Reenergizing the Faithful. 



We have been meeting with a group interested in Evangelism which we have coined our of Evangelism Team20 members.  The group has discussed the first three chapters of the book entitled, “One Flew Over The Onion Dome.” A study guide is provided for each chapter and each member keeps up-to-date even if they are not able to be at each meeting.  We expect to take our time with this book which has 18 chapters.



Each member is given a short and concise way of expressing the Faith as we go along in the book.  There are Ten Basic Areas of Faith that most non-Orthodox would ask about our Church and Church life. We are covering each of these as we go along with the text.   We will use role playing to facilitate learning here.



After the book is studied we will begin reviewing a new DVD which interviews and highlights the reasons why converts come to Orthodoxy.  This video presentation will give us live interviews with actual converts who have entered the Orthodox Faith and their reasons why.



 At the end of this program a booklet will be formed along with Fr. Andrew’s “Pulpit Instruction” summaries of the Faith for a modern and somewhat unique Orthodox Evangelism Study for the local Parishes that seek to grow the Church.









2. Greeters 



We have instructed our Greeters to make sure that they are in the Narthex “on duty” at 9:15 each Sunday.  Some are still failing at this timing but we will make sure it happens as it is known that new people come early to churches they are looking to join.



3. Narthex construction.  



Finally we were able to meet with a highly qualified carpenter 2 weeks ago to redesign the narthex area.  This design includes enlarging the candle and icon veneration area since it has been viewed as a possible fire hazard being too close to the wall.  Included in this work will be a new cabinet for candles, votives, money collection, bulletins and Liturgy Books along with another smaller new cabinet for children to venerate and icon and light a candle. The other side will be designed with the pamphlet rack attached to the wall.  These new additions should make for a nice flow of people and an area that looks orderly in its design. All the woods will be coordinated with present stains colors.

A computer design is being faxed for our review and approval along with its costs.  These are budgeted expenses. 



4. Adult Guest’s this year -  2007.  



While March is not over, our first quarter visitors total 14 adults versus 18 last year and 9 in 2005. We have two more Sundays to go for the quarter.



How is our Church growth?



Many forget to look at total Church participation when judging church growth.  Church membership in this case is the total amount you serve as a worshipping community.  This number includes adherents or those who may not be full members but consider themselves Orthodox Christians and members of St. Luke Church. 



These are people who may not participate in all the membership requirements of financial donation, Holy Communion and/or Confession but show up for Liturgy regularly or somewhat regularly.  So, this is a group of God’s people we serve with the potential to become full fledged members. 



Let it be known that in the face of most Christian Churches in America having declining membership:



St. Luke has been growing at the following rates:



5year Growth Rate 23% or 4.6% per year 



10 year Growth Rate  36% or 3.6% per year



Presently we are serving a total of 211 souls.

UPDATES:



OCA – National Church Update:  



Although this Lenten season is a time of prayer and reflection for Orthodox Christians everywhere, we are called to be accountable and to continue with the investigation regarding the crisis in the OCA.  Let us not forget to pray for Christ’s Holy Church and all those who work for the good of our Lord.  I encourage all Council Members and parishioners of St. Luke to continue to read the information provided on www.ocanews.org in an effort to better understand the scandal that plagues our Church and it’s Faithful.



The OCA is currently under investigation by the IRS and FBI for misconduct of finances at Syosset.  The internal church administration is also under investigation by the Special Commission as established by the Metropolitan Council, and led by His Eminence, Archbishop JOB.



March 13 & 14th – the Metropolitan Council held its Spring Session in Syosset, NY.  The Council voted to reject the lead of Metropolitan HERMAN, (who wished to disband the Special Commission, suppress its report and end any further investigation into the financial scandal plaguing the administration), and to overwhelmingly support the work of the Special Commission. 

The members of the Metropolitan Council of the OCA nominated three individuals to fill the vacant positions of Chancellor, Treasurer, and Director of Ministries and Communications.  They are: Chancellor: V. Rev. Alexander Garklavs, currently pastor of Holy Trinity Church, East Meadow, NY; Treasurer: Mr. Kevin Kovalycsik. Mr. Kovalycsik is a parishioner at Holy Virgin Protection Cathedral in New York City.; and Director of Ministries and Communications: Rev. Andrew Jarmus, Priest-in-Charge, Mission of the Theotokos and the Life-Giving Spring, Winnipeg, MB, Canada.  Metropolitan Council members approved the postponement of nomination for the position of Secretary. A search for additional candidates will be undertaken.

According to witnesses…..  The Special Commission’s report ““began with Archbishop Job, chairman of the Commission, presenting a 9-10 page written report, with 3 pages of endnotes and more than 200 pages of exhibits. Members of the Council sat silently as the report outlined in devastating and incontrovertible detail, listing dates and amounts, how Church funds were misused and misappropriated. The Commission report concluded with a number of recommendations; most importantly, that the Commission be empowered by the Council to continue its investigation, that the report be sent on to the Synod and later be made public to the Church, and that the Synod suspend former Chancellor Fr. Robert Kondratick from all priestly duties, pending a church trial.” (As taken from www.ocanews.org – 3.14.07 by Mr. Mark Stokoe).

After a report warning of potential civil liabilities arising from the Special Commission's report was read, Archbishop JOB stood and stated he was “"appalled and amazed" that the Metropolitan and the Council would consider repressing the report and the further work of the Special Commission. Citing the day, he delivered a long, passionate reflection that the Council "not turn our backs on the Cross.”  “I do not know if my conscience would allow me to remain in such a Church," he concluded - and with those words, left the room and the meeting.” (As taken from www.ocanews.org – 3.14.07 by Mr. Mark Stokoe).

Several other clergy and council members spoke in support of Archbishop JOB and were adamant regarding the necessity for full disclosure of the Special Commission’s report.

Please see www.ocanews.org entry dated 3.19.07 “SYNOD OF BISHOPS BEGINS ITS MEETING TOMORROW” for “More from the Council” to read the specifics/recommendations that were unanimously voted on in support of the Special Commission.

The Synod of Bishops meets in Syosset this Tuesday through Thursday (March 20-22, 2007).  Of vital important to the future of the OCA is the actions of the Bishops at this meeting.  We await to see whether the Synod of Bishops will approve and uphold the recommendations of the Special Commission and further seek out full disclosure and transparency, or whether they will choose to continue to be evasive and secretive regarding the findings of the investigation.

Dear Mr. Mellis: 



We wish to thank you for the conscientious work performed by the Cook County Forest Preserve Police this past winter. They helped with the task of keeping sledders away from (1) using our parking lot and (2) sledding on the hill upon which our church building is located. Not only were our parishioners thankful to be able to park in our lot, but certainly many injuries were avoided with the constant surveillance of your department police.



Of course, with all these efforts, sledders continued to disregard the warning signs which were destroyed by them.  We took photos of sledders smashing into each other – many of them were toddlers. Needless to say, we are concerned about potential injuries. The empty beer bottles found during the sledding season are an indication that “night visitors” continue to access the hill through our parking lot.



To remedy this problem, our near-future plans include a wall and fence on the street side  of our property. This will include a chain across our parking lot. However, since the Cook County Forest Presence entrance has a low cable across its entrance, persons will still be able to walk or drive right over it and access the property. 



After consideration of alternatives, we continue to feel that the solution would be to allow Saint Luke to fence the entire area including the Cook County section. This would deny access to the property via 107th Street. We would keep the front entrance open during the rest year so hikers can still access the forest preserve land



Our representative, George Evangelopoulos, has been in contact with you about this problem. We sincerely hope that we can all meet soon to propose a solution that is suitable to both Saint Luke and the Forest Preserve District of Cook County.
